¢ Make informed assessments of quality in works of theatre/dance
and other related art forms.

o Explore post-baccalaureate opportunities with faculty guidance
starting a minimum of one year before graduation.

e Have the opportunity to: attend professional conferences,
festivals, work with artists in residence, and/or guest artists.

e Function in a variety of artistic roles through the presentation of
public performances.

Implementation and Assessment

¢ Students will complete a Capstone connected to a realized
project. The Capstone consists of a written paper and an oral
presentation to faculty of the concept, process and realization of
the project, together with an assessment of the student’s entire
learning experience and its impact on the work as a whole.
Students who show areas of deficiency may pass with
qualifications. In these cases an individualized learning strategy
will be developed to be completed before graduation.

o Juries will be held annually for all theatre and dance majors to
assess progress and determine each student’s level of skill and
competency.

o Exit interviews will be held for all graduating seniors to determine
program strengths and weaknesses.

Other

¢ Students will have the opportunity to have their skills assessed by
professionals/guest artists working in the industry and/or
graduate school programs.

¢ Students will engage in the enrichment of the university and local
community through the presentation of artistic works in
theatre/dance.
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e Every student will be assigned a faculty/staff mentor. The
student/mentor relationship is critical to success and progress
within the program.

e Every student is required to abide by the policies and procedures
set up in the Departmental Student Handbook.

e Every student is required to pass all classes in their major with a
grade of "C" (2.0) or higher.
