Evacuation

* When the fire alarm is activated, evacuation is man-
datory.

* Do not uze elevators.

* Take perzonal belongingz (1D, keys, purzes, wallets,
backpacks).

* Cloze doors as you exit.

* Mowve to a safe area, away from the building in dan-
Qer.

Criminal Offenses
* Call 911 and advise.
* Do not let non-eszential perzonnel enter the scene.
* Upon their arrival, advige police of the situation and
actions taken.

Suspicious Behavior
* Do not physically confront the person exhibiting the
behavior.
* Do net let anyone into a locked roomituilding.
* Do not block a person’s access to an exit.

Suspicious Packages
* Do net touch or disturl the object.

Cardiac Arrest/Heart Attack

v Aszess the zcene for danger.

v Check the victim.

v Call 211.

* Perform CPR.
Burns

v Call 311,

* Do not apply dressing or creams.
Bleading

» Apply firm, but gentle, pressure to the wound with a

clean cloth or fissus.

v Immokilize the body part.

» Keep the perzon lying down.

v Call 211.

Active Shooters

* |f you think you can exit the building, do not run in a
straight line. Put objecis betwesn you and the shooter
as you run. Call 911.

v |fyou cannot exit, clear the hallway immediately andior
remain kehind clozed doors in a locked or hamicaded
room, if possible.

v Stay away from windows. Remain calm and guietly
call 911.

* Turn lightz out and audio eguipment off.

» Evacuafe the room only when authorities have arrived
and ingtruct you to do so.

* |f you are unable to run or hide, you may choose o
play dead if other victims are around you.

* The last option may be to fight back. This is danger-
ous, but depending on your situation, thiz could be
your only choice.

v |f you are caught by the shocter and are not going o
fight back, follow their dirsctions and do not lcok them
in the eyes.

Do not:

v |eave ar unlock the door to s=2e "what iz happening.”

» aitempt to confront or apprehend the shooter, unless
as a last resort.

' gssume someong else has called police or emergency
perzonmnel.

* sound a fire alarm.
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
