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UTAH BOARD OF EDUCATION

Forthe firsttime in its history,
Southern Utah  University
will offer a doctorate-level
program. The Utah Board of
Higher Education gave its
final approval Friday, October
30th on SUU's new Doctor
of Psychology in Clinical
Psychology  (Psy.D.). The
programwill prepare students
to practice psychotherapy
and psychological testing.

‘When our first doctorate
program begins in the Fall of
2022, IU'll be Southern Utah
University’'s  125th  year of
providing higher education in
our region. That's a significant
achievement In our history,
said SUU President Scott L
Wyatt. “Just as important, this
new program will help solve a
problem found In rural Utah
and throughout the country

- the availability of mental
health practitioners”

The new doctorate program
must  still  receive  final
approval from the Northwest
Commission on Colleges and
Universities, SUU's regional
accreditation higher-
education agency.

This  will  be the only
Doctorate  of  Psychology
(Psy.D.) program focusing on
mental health offered in the
state of Utah. It differs from a
Ph.D. degree which places a
greater emphasis on research
rather  than  specifically
training professionals  for
practical application.
